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APRESENTACAO

Este catalogo ilustra a magnitude, a diversidade e a distribuicdo geografica da pos-gra-
duacdo da UNESP. Nele estdo apresentadas as principais caracteristicas de cada um dos 109
programas por ela mantidos: as suas areas de concentracdo e linhas de pesquisa, a Unidade
Académica a qual se vincula e a cidade-sede de seu oferecimento.

Os cursos oferecidos sob a égide desses programas — 105 Cursos de Mestrado Académico,
4 de Mestrado Profissional e 83 de Doutorado — respondem pela formagéo de pessoal altamente
qualificado, tanto para instituicdes de ensino superior como para instituicoes de pesquisa e
empresas, em 40 das 45 areas de avaliacdo da CAPES.

A UNESP é hoje avaliada como uma das 500 melhores Universidades do mundo. E a
segunda maior Universidade brasileira em nimero de programas de pés-graduacao, distribuidos
em 15 de seus “campi” na capital e interior do Estado de Sao Paulo.

A cada ano* em torno de 2.781 alunos ingressam na pos-graduacao da UNESP — 1.698 de
Mestrado e 1.083 de Doutorado - e passam a integrar um selecionado grupo de pesquisadores
envolvidos na producgéo de conhecimentos relevantes.

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PRESENTATION

This catalog illustrates the importance, diversity, and geographical distribution of UNESP
graduate studies. One may find in it the main features of each of the 109 graduate programs
supported by the university: its major fields and research lines, the college to which they are
linked, and the town or city of their location.

The courses offered and supported by such programs at different levels — 105 Academic
Master’s, 04 Professional Master’s, and 83 doctoral degrees — account for the academic back-
ground development of highly qualified faculty, both for the higher education and the research
institutions and enterprises, comprising 40 out of the 45 fields of CAPES assessment.

UNESP is nowadays rated among the 500 best universities in the world. It is the second
largest university in Brazil in number of graduate programs spread throughout its 15 campuses
in the capital city and in other towns or cities of Sdo Paulo State.

Every year* about 2781 students are enrolled for UNESP graduate courses at different
levels — 1698 at Master’s and 1083 at doctoral degree level — who generally are fully integrated
into a selected research staff engaged in the production of relevant knowledge.
